The Vestry Retreat on Sunday
afternoon, September 12, went very
well, and | look forward to a very
productive year ahead with an excellent working
group. The first order of business will need to be
setting our priorities for the coming year, so take

CHRIST CHURCH KITCHEN--We have been
approached by Meals on Wheels to rent our
kitchen every weekday morning, and we would like
to be able to offer this service to the community--
but the kitchen needs a larger grease trap that can
meet recent requirement changes. The upgrade is
estimated to cost $10,000, and could be started
almost immediately. The Rector, Wardens and
Vestry have come up with pledges totaling $2,000,
leaving a need for $8,000. If anyone would like to
join us in making a pledge toward this

specific need it would be most welcome. Our
uncertified kitchen is often the reason we are
unable to meet the needs of potential community
renters of the Queen Emma Center, and we would
very much like to deal with this problem ASAP.

and had recited the prayers of their people
many times. Now, it was time to venture
forth, to leave the relative security of the towns
and cities, the watchful eye of Jesus, and
actually practice the skills they had learned. It
would have been an anxious time for them.
At first glance, many were not at all suited
for ministry. After all, they were tradesmen,
fishermen, and a tax collector! How could
they be expected to teach, to share their faith
with total strangers, to heal the sick? Yet this
is exactly what Jesus sent them out to do. The
Gospels tell us that, overall, the disciples
were successful, though some more so than
others. Some quickly found their voices, and
became competent and forceful preachers.
Others discovered that they had a knack for
teaching. Still others realized a gift for
healing, and by the grace of the Holy Spirit,
cured many of God’s hurting children. Jesus
had known that not all of the disciples would
succeed on their own. But he knew also that
it was necessary for each of them to try.
Jesus knew that, although his time on earth
was limited, his work would continue in the
ministry of the disciples. He knew that,

although he would no longer be physically
present with them, he would nonetheless be
with them, that his words would guide them,
and that his spirit would strengthen them.

We 21* Century Christians gather on Sundays,
and sometimes in the middle of the week, to
hear God’s Word, to reflect on Christ’s love,
and to discover how we are called to serve our
Lord. We need this time of renewal. We are
energized by the lessons, fortified by the
prayers. But if we leave it at that, we have
missed the point. If we are to be true to our
faith, then we need to follow the example of
the disciples. We must be willing to venture
beyond the walls of the church, and take
Christ’s love out into the community and the
world. Some already do, and find great
fulfillment in their personal outreach
ministries. Although we’ve not taken a survey,
I know that members of Christ Church are
active in a number of volunteer ministries.
Hospice, nursing homes, Habitat for
Humanity, and soup kitchens come to mind
immediately. Each of these is a vital ministry,
and a beautiful testimony to our faith. Part of
my personal vision for Christ Church is that
every member of our parish will be engaged,
on a regular basis, in some aspect of ministry
in our greater community. I believe this is the
most important issue in our lives as part of the
Body of Christ.

Like the disciples, we may not feel we are
ready. We may believe we haven’t had
sufficient training. But the fact is that each of
us is blessed with many gifts. Each of us has a
special set of skills that are desperately needed
by our neighbors. Our challenge is to discern

what those gifts are and to find ways to put
them to work.

We need not look far. We live in a place of
incredible wealth, yet close by are many of
our brothers and sisters who are hungry, or
homeless. Jesus is calling us. We are among
the best-educated people in the world, yet
many of our neighbors lack basic literacy
skills. Christ needs our help. I have heard
several complaints about a lack of cultural
opportunities on this island, yet there are
people nearby who would be so grateful to
have one of us come by once a week to read a
story or poem aloud to them. The Master is
sending us out into the countryside! Are we
ready to go?

In the weeks and months ahead, I look
forward to talking with many of you about
the opportunities for outreach that are coming
to us. Some will call for a group effort; others
may be better suited to individuals. There is
plenty of work to go around! Like the
disciples, we may not all succeed the first
time. There may be moments of frustration.
Some of us may be turned away. But each of
us is called to go out, to offer ourselves as the
hands and feet of Christ on earth. And each
of us will be blessed for our efforts.

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On the Bookshelf

The civil discourse in our nation has
become so negative and disrespectful
lately that I have chosen an old review to
reprint for this month.

When Jesus Came to Harvard
by Harvey Cox

When Harvard realized that many of
the best-known bad guys in the news today
were Harvard graduates, they recognized
that they had a problem: Harvard students
might be brilliant, but without moral
integrity, they became evil geniuses. The
faculty decided that it would offer classes
on how to make moral choices. Professor
of Theology Harvey Cox began a class
titled “Jesus and the Moral Life.” When
Jesus Came to Harvard is the story of that
class. Although there were other classes
with other philosophical viewpoints,
students (mostly non Christian) flooded to
find out what Jesus said.

The book is divided into five strands
that weave in and out of each other. One
strand is the story of the professor and his
students. One is the explanation of how
moral choices are made. Another strand is
the nature of story, the cultural and
historical significance of story on
consciousness and worldview. Then, and
most importantly, are the stories that Jesus
himself told.

Bright, sincere and diverse students all
wanted to know how Jesus, who lived so
long ago, could help them with the ethical

problems of today. There may have been
crooked CEO’s in 30 AD, but not organ
transplants, the Internet, or nuclear weapons.
Cox explains that no matter what the time
period, the process of moral decision making
itself does not change.

Making moral choices requires
putting oneself in another’s place, especially
if ‘the other’ i1s from a different culture, a
different religion, class or gender. Jesus used
case studies of individuals rather than general
moral theory to reach his audience. He
entered the worlds of his listeners —the tax
collectors, the fishermen, the woman at the
well, the Roman centurion.

According to Cox, Jesus was first and
foremost a rabbi, and that rabbis have a
traditional way of teaching. Rather than give
definitive answers, Rabbi Jesus told stories
and asked questions. Cox explains that
because stories are narratives they awaken
the imagination. Their purpose is to snare the
listener into a change of consciousness. Like
Jesus with his audience, Cox wanted his
students “to be perplexed and at a loss, to
have to rearrange their own thinking.”

The Harvard students brought great
questions and valuable insights to every
discussion. With their imaginations they
were able to make connections between old
moral issues and new ones. For instance,
after reading how God chose Mary to be the
mother of Jesus, a student wanted to explore
the moral issues around solicitation of female
human eggs for in vitro fertilization. In
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another instance the class read the story of
the Holy Family moving to Egypt to live in a
refugee camp. Many of the Harvard
international students had themselves lived in
refugee camps. They believed that it was
there that Jesus learned how to talk to all
kinds of people. The story of the crucifixion
created a passionate discussion on the use of
torture today.

The students really struggled with the
parables of Jesus. They wanted clear
interpretations. What did these evocative
stories really mean? Cox writes,

Time after time [Jesus] said, ‘He that
has eyes to see, let him see, and he
that has ears to hear, let him hear.’
What he meant was that something
was happening, not just in the
consciousness of the listener, but also
in the world itself. Something new
and unprecedented was happening,
and they could be part of it...in one
way or another this was the central
point, made in many different ways,
of all the stories Rabbi Jesus told.
The melody, repeated over and over
again, reminds us of the themes we
heard in the stories people told about
him...they are about the unbounded
mercy of God to all people. . .. They
crackle with plot reversals and
unexpected denouements. They draw
on all kinds of life situations. But this
is the underlying thrust; just look and

listen, and you will see that hints of
the dawning presence of God’s
shalom are appearing right here and
right now.

Cox cautions his students and his
readers that there are good stories and bad
stories. Families, religions, cultures,
nationalities pass on the stories that shape
their identities, loyalties, and worldviews.
Good stories inspire hope and compassion.
Bad stories demean others, keep hatred
alive, or close questions that should stay
open. According to Cox, “The students
learned that they would have to live out
their days in a world full of different and
often contradictory stories.”

This is a fascinating book worthy of
long reflection and lively discussion.
“Talking story” takes its place as a teaching
method worthy of changing lives. Good
News!
