In Memory of Bart Huisman 
Some of you may remember Bart, he was an 
active member of Christ Church before I 
joined.  His wife,  Jenny,  stopped by the 
Church Office this June to visit her husbandõs 
grave site and say good-by to a chapter in 
her life.  She wanted to make sure that peo-
ple remembered her husband who died on July 
20, 2006 and is now buried in the Christ 
Church cemetery.  He planted the cypress 
trees along the sidewalk to the Historic 
Church, by taking cuttings from the older 
cypress in the cemetery.  He and his wife im-
migrated to Canada from Holland after 
WW II.  He was born on Dec 9th, 1934 in 
Heemskerk, Netherlands and had five broth-
ers.  His head stone, which honors the mem-
ory of his brothers, reads: òter nagadactenis 
de broers in Hollandó Jan, Aat, Frans, Joop, 
and Wim.    
Bart loved Kona and his life here on the is-
land.  Jenny sold her Kailua-Kona condo-
minium on her visit in June, and was closing 
the doors not only to her home, but to a won-
derful chapter in her life.   She will return as 
a visitor.

 The ECW of Christ Church has donated an all terrain wheel chair to 

the amputee people of Haiti . 

 These specialized wheelchairs can do wonders to help this 

underserved population. The chairõs heavy-duty construction is ideal for 

passage over the steep ascents and descents characteristic of the roads and pathways in rural 

areas where it is most critically needed. Disabled children will be able to attend school. Adults 

will be able to return to jobs to support themselves and their families. Seniors will once again be 

able to take care of themselves.  

St. Paulõs has partnered with The Red Thread 

Promise, a 501(c)(3) charity in the U.S., to 

provide these wheelchairs.  At a price of $325 
per chair for ECW members, a small amount 

of money can do a world of good. Each durable 

chair comes with a repair kit and spare parts and 

is easily disassembled for repair and 

maintenance. Common bicycle wheels and other 

readily available items are used as replacement 

parts.

On the Bookshelf   

 A friend who works at UCLA handed me a 
small paperback and said, “Read 

this . . .  it’s about Haiti. We are giving a copy to 

every single new student to read over the summer 
before classes begin.”  The title is Mountains 

Beyond Mountains / The Quest of Paul Farmer, A 

Man Who Would Cure the World.  At the bottom of 

the front cover it says: UCLA Global Citizenship 
Initiative. 

 This is a very strong recommendation, and 

this is an amazing book.  The hero is Paul Farmer, a 
medical anthropologist, infectious disease 

specialist, and international medical diplomat.  He 

begins as a young idealistic medical student, and 
despite facing unbelievably difficult health care 

needs, he maintains his idealism.  Where abject 

poverty, near starvation, and an epidemic of TB 

devastates Haiti, Farmer treats each patient standing 
in front of him as if she/he is the only one. 

 Now this is at the heart of his work, so try 

to make it personal rather than abstract.  Imagine 
your beloved child is deathly ill.  The doctor says 

yes, he can easily save her life.  However, he goes 

on, he could inoculate another 100 children for the 
same cost, so he will do that instead.  Would you 

agree to this?  In our prosperous country, we would 

never ask a parent to even consider this.  In the 

Third World, this decision is made daily. 
 Farmer rejects cost analysis as the deciding 

factor in medical ethics.  No, he says, if I can save 

the life of this child, then I must. 
 Farmer is not practical; he is not realistic.  

On the contrary.  He is committed to saving this 

individual at whatever cost.  He may walk 4 or 5 

hours to make a house call, checking on a patient’s 
progress.  Thousands are dying yet he maintains 

this focus and devotion.  An act of simple 

extravagance. 
 Farmer works 4 months a year at Harvard 

and Boston’s Brigham Hospital so he can spend the 
rest of the year in Haiti.  Other adventurous doctors 

and medical students join him for their vacations; 

first they are appalled, and then converted to his 
mission to serve the poor.  Partners in Health is the 

organization created to fund Farmer’s work. 

 Because of the earthquake in Haiti, there is 

now a global interest in her suffering.  She has been 
suffering for a long time though, and has been 

mostly ignored.  In considering the needs of those 

living in extreme poverty there are so many 
prejudices to overcome! 

Like: poor people actually get what they deserve 

(they practice voodoo, or they are communists, or 
they are ethnically inferior, or immoral.) 

Like: poor people are just lazy. 

Like: their illness has nothing to do with us. 

Like: medical intervention must be economically 
sustainable. (Why start something we can’t finish?) 

The poor may always be with us, but this is not an 

excuse for indifference. 
 

 The politics of treating TB, malaria and 

AIDS are complicated, controversial and have 
global implications.  The World Health 

Organization (UN) wants to be in control of the 

protocol, the policies, and the drugs used in Third 

World countries.  Farmer, however, works outside 
their system, and of significance, he works 

miracles.  WHO fights him for a while, but it, too, 

is eventually converted.  Farmer becomes a medical 
diplomat, going to other desperate places such as 

Siberian prisons where drug-resistant TB is running 

rampant. 

 Pulitzer Prize winner Tracy Kidder is the 
author of this compelling biography.  He does his 

homework and approaches his subject with dignity.  

He shares his own journey in the story, his early
