and vacationers. This is one of those areas where |
think our parish really shines. We do hospitality
very well. It isn’t just the food (although the food
is great); it’s also the genuine sense of welcome
our visitors receive from the moment they step out
of their cars, through the worship service, and on
into the Aloha Hour.

This gift for hospitality has a special place in my
heart. Some 30 years ago, Pam and I “discovered”
the Episcopal Church one Sunday as we made our
way to Waikiki Beach. Maybe it was Lutheran
guilt, but when we saw the sign outside the hotel
(you know the one: The Episcopal Church
Welcomes You), we had to go in. Upstairs, around
the swimming pool and just past the pool was the
Waikiki Episcopal Chapel, and Holy Eucharist
began promptly at 8:00. It only took one visit, and
we were hooked. The liturgy, the preaching, the
hymns, and the sense of tradition made their way
into my spirit, and they haven’t left since. But what
really drew me in was the welcome we received. It
wasn’t a big congregation, perhaps a dozen
“regulars,” plus eight or ten visitors, but the
invitation to “stick around and have a cup of
coffee” was so heartfelt, so enthusiastic that we
simply couldn’t walk away. It wasn’t much of a
spread, as Aloha Hours go. I recall a cup of instant
coffee and an Oreo that first Sunday. But the food
and drink were secondary to the feeling of
belonging that wrapped itself around us.
Nominally a Lutheran for the next 20 years, I have
considered myself Episcopalian ever since.

We will welcome dozens of folks in the coming
months. Some of them will return to the mainland,
never to return. Others will join us year after year.
A few may even pack up and move to Kona for
good. Each offers us an opportunity to practice
radical hospitality. Each offers an opportunity to
practice “brief ministry,” by treating every one as
if he or she were Jesus himself.

If our ministry to visitors were our only effort to
reach out in the Name of Christ, that would be a
good thing. But we are blessed with so many
more opportunities! First, as individuals,
members of our parish are engaged in teaching,
healing, counseling, and witnessing through the
example of their own lives. As a parish, we are
reaching well beyond our doors to offer worship
and pastoral care to our shut-in neighbors, as well
as those in assisted living and nursing home
settings.

In the months to come, we will be talking about
more opportunities for outreach. Not only
because there are so many who can use our help,
but also because we need to reach out to them.
We need to touch the lives of the less fortunate.
We need to be the angels the elderly are praying
for. We need to be the mentors the youth are
waiting to find. If we are to become the
Christians we are called to be, then we must take
seriously our claim to be the Body of Christ on
Earth!
